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How to get to WIndolphs for the Le Trec 
 
From the A14 heading East or West:- 
 
Leave at the Bury West Roundabout and take the road to Westley and go through 
the village 
 
At the next junction go over the staggered junction toward Ickworth 
 
At the next T junction turn RIGHT to Haverhill on the A143 
 
After 3.5 miles at Chedburgh turn LEFT at the beginning of the village signed 
“Veterinary Surgery” 
 
Go through Rede - beware of the two sharp bends in the village 
 
Continue on to Hawkedon  - 3 Miles and TURN Right with the Church (on your 
left) to Stansfield 
 
After 0.5 Miles turn Right into Windolphs Farm
